ATTENDANCE DUES AND SPECIAL CHARACTER LEVY,

INVOICED EACH TERM

The Integration Act states:  “The Proprietor of the school shall have the right to enter into an Agreement with the parents or guardians accepting responsibility for the education of the child providing that as a condition of enrolment and attendance of that child at the school, the parents or guardians shall pay Attendance Dues as set by the Proprietor at such rates and subject to such conditions as may be approved from time to time by the Minister of Education”.
Because of the huge debt incurred by the Catholic authorities, we have agreed to pool all our Attendance Dues income and the Catholic Schools’ Office will use this pool to repay our existing mortgage, both principal and interest.  To this end, we have agreed that the Attendance Dues will be the same as in other Catholic schools.

Marcellin College retains none of the Attendance Dues collected.  If payment is not made directly to the New Zealand Marist Brothers’ Trust Board, we can act as agents to collect and pass this money on.  Attendance Dues are, with the approval of the Minister of Education, subject to change.  (Attendance Dues are not tax deductible).

GENERAL PURPOSE CHARGE INVOICED ANNUALLY

The General Purpose charge of $125 per student, irrespective of age, is levied by the Marcellin College Board of Trustees to cover a wide range of costs that are not met by the Ministry of Education.  Funds are required for the purchase of Religious Studies texts, sports gear, additional equipment and materials, and any other expenditure on behalf of the students as may be approved by the Board.  The General Purpose charge is subject to change should the Board see fit to alter it.  Payment of this charge is due at the beginning of the year.
